· Border Security
· inspects and admits foreign nationals to U.S. 

Citizenship and Immigration Services Ombudsman (CISO)
· Office that reports to congress about the activities of the USCIS 
· assists individuals and employers in resolving case problems.
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Department of Labor
Office of Foreign Labor Certification (OFLC)
· processes labor certification and condition applications for temporary and permanent foreign nationals
· grants permanent certifications when employers show there are insufficient U.S. workers able, willing, available, and qualified
· protects U.S workers
· Ensures foreign professionals are paid fairly
Wage and Hour Division (WHD)
· responsible for enforcing federal labor laws
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Department of State (DOS)
Bureau of Consular Affairs
· issues visa stamps at U.S. Embassies and consulates abroad.
· works with department of Homeland Security in vetting visa applicants
· responsible for oversight of exchange visitor program J-1 Visas
· Works with the Department of Commerce to secure controlled technology
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The Department of Justice, Immigration and Employee Rights Section (IER)
· Enforces the anti-discrimination provision of the immigration and nationality Act:
· Citizenship or national origin status discrimination
· document abuse
· retaliation or intimidation
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
