Ed Connect — FAQs

What is Ed Connect?
EdConnect is an information session located at the office of the education organization in NYC or DC. HGSE students network with hiring professionals and alumni from the organizations for advice about the job search, and to learn more about the organization’s work. Ed Connect is NOT a career fair. 

When is EdConnect?
Ed Connect is held during Spring break in March. The New York City trek is Monday and Tuesday, and the Washington, DC trek is Thursday and Friday.

What if I can only go for one day or I only see a couple of places I’m really interested in attending?
That’s fine. You choose where you wish to visit based on the time of the meeting and space availability. If you have free time, you can always take the initiative to set up individual meetings with organizations that are not on the list.

How do I sign up?
If you plan to attend Ed Connect, you are required to attend one of the registration meetings that will be offered in February. At the meeting you will learn more about the timelines for registration, how to register, what the expectations of attendees are, and what you can do to prepare.

How can I get involved in planning EdConnect?
HGSE students have the opportunity to give feedback as to what organizations they would like to visit by taking the student interest survey at the beginning of the year, participating in focus groups in December, and through feedback forms during the February information sessions. The Career Service Office welcomes students taking the initiative and reaching out about EdConnect interest. 

What organizations are participating?
The list of organizations varies from year to year, but you can get a comprehensive list of organizations that have participated between 2012 and 2016 on the Edconnect site. Student input is essential to a successful Edconnect trip, so please feel free to reach out to the CSO with your preferences. 

Do any organizations have current openings? 
Check on organization web sites to see if there are active postings of interest to you.  If you do not see postings, do not hesitate to ask organization representatives about current or potential openings.

Do I have to go to the places I registered to attend if I change my mind?
Yes! Because of the limited spaces available for many of the meetings, you should only register for organizations that you plan to attend. Missing a meeting is a professional discourtesy.

Are there any security protocols I should follow?
The security protocols for each organization will be posted on the directions document CSO will send you before EdConnect starts. Most organizations will require a government- issued ID and they will clear the list of HGSE student names beforehand. 

What about travel to these cities and hotel costs? 
  You are responsible for your travel and housing arrangements.
