(E.g., Past Interns have completed internships at WGBH, The Civil Rights Project, the Boston Public Schools, ACCESS Boston, international NGOs, and Harvard offices – such as Career Services, Student Affairs, and Admissions). 
· Explore career options you might want to pursue after graduation.
· Gain hands-on experience with mentorship.
· Strengthen your resume and leverage your experience to jump-start your career.
