RESUMANIA QUICK TIPS FOR STUDENTS

Resumania is a great opportunity to have subjective feedback on your resume from HGSE alumni even if your resume has been reviewed by Career Services Office Staff or others.  Talking with alumni can also be a wonderful networking opportunity.  These experienced alumni bring perspective and wisdom based on their unique backgrounds.  Remember that resumes are subjective, so obtaining a variety of opinions is important in helping you to prioritize the information on your resume.

1. Sign in for a brief individual meeting with an HGSE graduate at the event.

2. Be prepared to clarify your experience for alumni.  Think about the scope of your work, successful outcomes, and special qualifications you bring to the table.

3. You will meet with the next available alumnus or alumna to gain feedback on your content and format. 
To help the alums help you, consider asking the following questions:

· Do you have a clear idea of what employment I seek?
· Could you comment on the format?
· Can you think of things I might be missing?
· From your experience, how can I do a better job of communicating my strengths?
